FESTIVAL # TREES

REGISTRATION & SALE DETAILS

1.) The Festival of Trees event is limited to 25 trees.

2.) Registration is non-refundable, on a first-come/first serve basis.

3.) 12 trees will be selected to participate in the live auction cocktail soiree on December 1, 2025.
4.) The remaining trees will be sold by silent auction ending December 1, 2025.

5.) The benefitting organization will receive 85% of the sale price; 15% goes to the Daly Mansion
Preservation Trust for event expenses and to support the Daly Mansion’s mission and programs.
6.) The twelve live auction trees will be determined by a panel of volunteer judges appointed by the
Daly Mansion.

7.) You will receive a confirmation email with more detailed information and marketing tools by
November 1, 2025.

8.) Tree registrants are responsible for removing their tree on Tuesday, December 2, 2025 between
10 AM and 6 PM and delivering to the buyer by Wednesday, December 3, 2025 (unless other
arrangements are made).

TREE & DISPLAY REQUIREMENTS
Please design with safety and security in mind. Please note that trees may be relocated and
adjusted throughout the event to accommodate activities.

1.) Trees must be artificial, flame-retardant, with permanently attached limbs. NO LIVE TREES.

2.) Tree lights & lighted ornaments must be LED and UL-listed.

3.) All lights and ornaments must be securely wired onto the tree; ornament hooks are not sufficient.
(The tree may be repositioned several times throughout the event to make space for activities.)
4.) Glue the metal ornament cap onto every ornament.

5.) We recommend bolting each segment of the trunk to the next to prevent it from coming apart
during moves and delivery.

6.) Tree bases (including cords) must be appropriately decorated or covered with flame-retardant
tree skirts or decorations.

7.) Please bring 1, 6' extension cord (to be sold with the tree) to plug into the venue’s electrical
system.

8.) Trees must be set up and decorated on November 24 7 25,2025 from 11 AM - 7 PM.

9) NOT ACCEPTABLE: Trees with branches that must be inserted into the trunk, inflatable lawn
ornaments or decorations, or food ornaments/decor/displays.

10.) All displays must adhere to the Daly Mansion’s decorating rules & restrictions for safety and
venue preservation.
